
Gentile – Non Jew or Outsider (Term used as a term of contempt.) Beneath 

consideration, worthless, object of scorn. 

[Mal 1:11 KJV] 11 For from the rising of the sun even unto the going down of the same 

my name [shall be] great among the Gentiles; and in every place incense [shall be] 

offered unto my name, and a pure offering: for my name [shall be] great among the 

heathen, saith the LORD of hosts. 

Gentiles were not hated in old testament times. Uriah the Hittite, Ittai the Gittite was 

captain of David's guard. Gentiles in the lineage of Christ. 

In new testament times. They were the enemies of God and His people, to whom the 

knowledge of God was denied unless they became proselytes, and even then they 

could not, as in ancient times, be admitted to full fellowship. Jews were forbidden to 

counsel them, and if they asked about Divine things they were to be cursed.  

What caused this change? The exile to Babylon and the return. The many years after 

the exile where gentile nations afflicted Israel. Antiochus IV, as described in Daniel 

tried to destroy the Jewish religion. He had a pig sacrificed in the Temple of God. 

Miraculous Ministry to All. [Mat 4:12-17, 23-25 KJV] 12 Now when Jesus had heard that John 

was cast into prison, he departed into Galilee; 13 And leaving Nazareth, he came and dwelt in 

Capernaum, which is upon the sea coast, in the borders of Zabulon and Nephthalim: 14 That it might 

be fulfilled which was spoken by Esaias the prophet, saying, 15 The land of Zabulon, and the land of 

Nephthalim, [by] the way of the sea, beyond Jordan, Galilee of the Gentiles; 16 The people which sat 

in darkness saw great light; and to them which sat in the region and shadow of death light is sprung 

up. 17 From that time Jesus began to preach, and to say, Repent: for the kingdom of heaven is at 

hand. ... 23 And Jesus went about all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, and preaching the 

gospel of the kingdom, and healing all manner of sickness and all manner of disease among 

the people. 24 And his fame went throughout all Syria: and they brought unto him all sick 

people that were taken with divers diseases and torments, and those which were possessed 

with devils, and those which were lunatick, and those that had the palsy; and he healed them. 

25 And there followed him great multitudes of people from Galilee, and [from] Decapolis, and 

[from] Jerusalem, and [from] Judaea, and [from] beyond Jordan.  

Mat. 4:23-25 23 NIV Jesus went throughout Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, proclaiming 

the good news of the kingdom, and healing every disease and sickness among the people. 24 

News about him spread all over Syria, and people brought to him all who were ill with various 

diseases, those suffering severe pain, the demon-possessed, those having seizures, and the 

paralyzed; and he healed them. 25 Large crowds from Galilee, the Decapolis, Jerusalem, 

Judea and the region across the Jordan followed him. 

Healing the Centurion’s Servant. [Mat 8:5-13 KJV] 5 And when Jesus was entered into 

Capernaum, there came unto him a centurion, beseeching him, 6 And saying, Lord, my 

servant lieth at home sick of the palsy, grievously tormented. 7 And Jesus saith unto him, I 

will come and heal him. 8 The centurion answered and said, Lord, I am not worthy that thou 

shouldest come under my roof: but speak the word only, and my servant shall be healed. 9 

For I am a man under authority, having soldiers under me: and I say to this [man], Go, and he 



goeth; and to another, Come, and he cometh; and to my servant, Do this, and he doeth [it]. 10 

When Jesus heard [it], he marveled, and said to them that followed, Verily I say unto you, I 

have not found so great faith, no, not in Israel. 11 And I say unto you, That many shall come from 

the east and west, and shall sit down with Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob, in the kingdom of heaven. 

12 But the children of the kingdom shall be cast out into outer darkness: there shall be weeping and 

gnashing of teeth. 13 And Jesus said unto the centurion, Go thy way; and as thou hast believed, [so] 

be it done unto thee. And his servant was healed in the selfsame hour.  

[Mat 8:5-10 NIV] 5 When Jesus had entered Capernaum, a centurion came to him, asking for 

help. 6 "Lord," he said, "my servant lies at home paralyzed, suffering terribly." 7 Jesus said to 

him, "Shall I come and heal him?" 8 The centurion replied, "Lord, I do not deserve to have you 

come under my roof. But just say the word, and my servant will be healed. 9 For I myself am a 

man under authority, with soldiers under me. I tell this one, 'Go,' and he goes; and that one, 

'Come,' and he comes. I say to my servant, 'Do this,' and he does it." 10 When Jesus heard 

this, he was amazed and said to those following him, "Truly I tell you, I have not found anyone 

in Israel with such great faith. 

Delivering the Canaanite Woman’s Daughter. [Mat 15:21-28 KJV] 21 Then Jesus went 

thence, and departed into the coasts of Tyre and Sidon. 22 And, behold, a woman of Canaan came 

out of the same coasts, and cried unto him, saying, Have mercy on me, O Lord, [thou] Son of 

David; my daughter is grievously vexed with a devil. 23 But he answered her not a word. And his 

disciples came and besought him, saying, Send her away; for she crieth after us. 24 But he answered 

and said, I am not sent but unto the lost sheep of the house of Israel. 25 Then came she and 

worshipped him, saying, Lord, help me. 26 But he answered and said, It is not meet to take the 

children's bread, and to cast [it] to dogs. 27 And she said, Truth, Lord: yet the dogs eat of the 

crumbs which fall from their masters' table. 28 Then Jesus answered and said unto her, O 

woman, great [is] thy faith: be it unto thee even as thou wilt. And her daughter was made 

whole from that very hour. 

[Mat 15:21-28 NIV] 21 Leaving that place, Jesus withdrew to the region of Tyre and Sidon. 22 A 

Canaanite woman from that vicinity came to him, crying out, "Lord, Son of David, have mercy 

on me! My daughter is demon-possessed and suffering terribly." 23 Jesus did not answer a 

word. So his disciples came to him and urged him, "Send her away, for she keeps crying out after 

us." 24 He answered, "I was sent only to the lost sheep of Israel." 25 The woman came and knelt 

before him. "Lord, help me!" she said. 26 He replied, "It is not right to take the children's bread 

and toss it to the dogs." 27 "Yes it is, Lord," she said. "Even the dogs eat the crumbs that fall 

from their master's table." 28 Then Jesus said to her, "Woman, you have great faith! Your 

request is granted." And her daughter was healed at that moment.
