How can we celebrate the birth of Jesus and not direct our focus on Jesus? 

It’s easy, make the traditions more important than what the real focus should be. 

Traditions of Christmas 

Advent – Advent – four week celebration of hope, peace, joy, and love. Started on December 1st this 

year. Starts November 30th next year. 

Christmas Meal - Roast turkey, ham, prime rib, mashed potatoes, stuffing, green bean casserole, 

candied sweet potatoes, roasted vegetables, gingerbread, sugar cookies, and pie 

Christmas Cards – Originated in England. The first modern Christmas card was created in 1843 by 

Sir Henry Cole, who commissioned artist John Callcott Horsley to design it. The card featured a 

festive scene, a space for a personal message, and the greeting "A Merry Christmas and A Happy 

New Year To You". 

Christmas Carols – Carols used to be written and sung during all four seasons, but only the tradition 

of singing them at Christmas has really survived. 

Christmas Tree – Probably came to America from Germany. The tree represents eternal life in Jesus 

Christ. 

Giving Gifts - the modern association of Christmas with gift-giving significantly evolved during the 

Victorian era in the 19th century
